Course Syllabus

Course Description:
This course provides an overview of modern border and transportation security challenges, as well as different methods employed to address those challenges. The course covers a time period from post 911 to the present. The course also explores topics associated with border security and security of transportation infrastructure, to include: seaports, ships, aircraft, airports, train stations, trucks, highways, bridges, rail lines, pipelines, and buses.
The course will include an exploration of technological solutions employed to enhance security of borders and transportation systems. Students will be required to discuss the legal, economic, political, and cultural concerns and impacts associated with transportation and border security. The course provides students with a knowledge level understanding of the variety of challenges inherent in transportation and border security. 

Prerequisites: CJUS-106 Introduction to Homeland Security   

Course Objectives:
After successfully completing the course, the student will be able to: 
1. Outline the primary federal and state/local agencies in the US who are affiliated with Border Security and Transportation Security (DHS and DOT) and ethical parameters in which they operate. 
2. Construct a historical timeline reflecting significant transportation related terrorist threats and events in the US and globally.
3. Develop a general understanding of the modes of transportation and their industries as it may impact security. 
4. Identify general vulnerabilities and risks in transportation systems and border security systems.
5. Demonstrate knowledge of the impact of technology on countering threats to transportation systems and border security. 
6. Discuss differences in dealing with security threats for passenger versus freight/cargo transportation systems including the impact on supply chain logistics. 
7. Classify the roles, functions, and interdependency between local, federal, and international law enforcement and military agencies to foster border security. 
8. Solve problems as an individual and in a coordinated team setting. 
9. Demonstrate basic verbal and communication skills, and write clear, concise and accurate reports to provide factual information, accurate data analysis, and logical recommendations. 
10. Discuss the supply chain logistics and modes of transportation. 
Work Outside of the Classroom:
All students should be prepared to spend a minimum of two hours on out-of- class preparation for each hour of classroom instruction.
This preparation will include but not limited to review of lecture notes, completion of reading assignments, studying of course materials and completion of class projects/papers as assigned. 
 Outline of Instruction:*
Because there is no textbook the schedule of instruction will be fluid. Some instruction provided will be from a prior textbook. However, that information will be provided via Power Point and/or lecture. In addition to discussing transportation and border security issues we will also discuss why security has become so necessary and extrapolate this to include exploring terror-related groups and their impact upon current and past events. It's anticipated there will be a variety of guest speakers throughout the semester.

"I" Grade: A temporary grade of "I" may be given when a student had, due to extraordinary circumstances, failed to complete all required work by the end of the semester. This assumes the student has made a consistent and persistent effort to the point of the "circumstance" that occurred and that most course work has been completed. The remaining work must be completed and a new grade submitted by the mid-point of the semester following receipt of the "I" grade. An "I" grade which is not changed during this period automatically becomes an F. 

Your final grade for this course will be based on the following:
Quizzes: (25%) Approximately four to five quizzes will be given that cover the discussed material from the previous weeks. The material will include video presentations, supplemental readings on-line, handout material, information from classroom discussion, and information presented in the lecture.  

There will be no make-up quizzes given. The professor drops the lowest quiz grade before calculating the average of the quiz scores. 

Written Assignments: (25%) Due dates for assignments are given far in advance. No late assignments will be accepted. 

Mid-Term Examination: (25%) It's anticipated the mid-term will be given during the end of October. The mid-term examination will cover all material presented in the course up to this point.

Final Exam: (25%) It's anticipated the final will be given the second week of December. The final examination will cover all material presented in the course since the mid-term examination. 
	 
Only under extraordinary circumstances and at the discretion of the professor will a student be allowed to take a missed examination. In the event that the class is cancelled, the scheduled quiz or examination will be given at the next class meeting. 

Attendance Policy
In order to meet the course learning objectives students must be present in the classroom to participate in the exploration and discussion of course content. Anyone with more than two absences regardless of the reason(s) will result in a (3) point deduction per absence from a student's final course grade calculation. 
Being late to class three times regardless of the reason(s) will constitute one absence. Late means arriving once the professor has begun the class. the closed classroom door is a signal that the class has begun. students arriving late will enter quietly through the rear or side door of the classroom. students leaving while in class is in session will leave quietly through the same rear or side door. 
It is the responsibility of each student to sign the class attendance sheet at the beginning of each class meeting. Failure to sign in will result in an absence being recorded in the student's attendance record. 
Deductions will be made at 5pm, the end of add/drop week.
A student who misses three classes in a row without notifying the professor prior to the missed classes or during the period the student is absent will be dropped from the course and not permitted to return. Enrollment services will be notified. it is up to the student to go to Enrollment Services and formally withdraw from the course to prevent an adverse effect on the student's GPA. 


Course Policies: 
Computers
The use of laptop computers for note taking only is permitted. Students will not use the Internet during class unless directed to do so by the professor. The professor will periodically check laptop note taking. students found to be in violation of this policy will be prohibited from using their computer in class. 
Cell phones
Cell phones will be turned off or the ringer silenced during class. Any student wishing to use a cell phone to speak or text someone must exit the classroom to do so.

SMCC Pay-for-Print Policy
Per Page Costs
Each semester students receive a $20 printing credit. The balance resets at the end of the semester and any remaining credits are removed. The cost varies depending upon page size and whether printing is done in black and white or color.
a. There is a $0.10 per page fee for standard 8.5" by 11" black and white documents.
b. The reverse sides of duplex (double-sided) documents are free.
c. There is a $.50 per page fee for standard 8.5" by 11" color documents.
d. There is a $.20 per page fee for 8.5" by 14" (legal) or 11" by 17" (tabloid) black and white documents.
e. There is a $1.00 per page fee for 8.5" by 14" (legal) or 11" by 17" (tabloid) color documents.
Duplex charges (printing on both sides of a page) work in the following fashion: One page is $0.10, two pages are $0.10, three pages are $0.20, and four pages are $0.20, etc. The flipsides are free, but another sheet of paper is $0.10. Please be aware that a document with any color at all (when printed to a color printer) will by default be printed in color. You are responsible for setting the print job to print black and white if you do not need color. For directions, please go to the IT Help tab in My SMCC. 
How does it work?
The College’s pay-for-print system monitors printing on all printers (including those in general access labs, library printers, the Academic Achievement Center, Noisy Lounge and technology labs). Students can check the number of pages they have printed by using the Printing Balance tool available on SMCC computers (located in the lower right corner of the screen, near the clock). Departments with work study students who need to print documents for the department should contact the Help Desk at 741-5696 to have a special account set up.
Refunds
Print jobs are eligible for a refund in the event of mechanical or electronic error on the part of the printer, print server, or software used to submit the job. Jobs are not eligible for a refund in cases where the job was not set up correctly, was submitted multiple times, or the student is not satisfied with the result. To request a refund, please bring the offending print to the IT Department in the basement of the Ross Technology Center. Refunds will be granted in the form of a credit to the student’s account.
Why is SMCC charging for printing?
The pay-for-print system is an effort to control escalating printing costs. Charging for printing helps offset the increasing cost of supplies and encourages students to conserve resources. To find ways to reduce your printing charges, please go to the IT Help tab on My SMCC. Be sure to log OUT of the system when you’ve finished your printing, to prevent unauthorized access to your account.

Add-Drop Policy
Students who drop a course during the one-week “add/drop” period in the fall and spring semesters and the first three days of summer sessions receive a 100% refund of the tuition and associated fees for that course. Please note any course that meets for less than the traditional semester length, i.e., 15 weeks, has a pro-rated add/drop period. There is no refund for non-attendance.


Withdrawal Policy
A student may withdraw from a course only during the semester in which s/he is registered for that course. The withdrawal period is the second through twelfth week of the fall and spring semesters and the second through ninth week of twelve-week summer courses. This period is pro-rated for shorter-length courses. To withdraw from a course, a student must complete and submit the appropriate course withdrawal form, available at the Enrollment Service Center (no phone calls, please). The designation “W” will appear on the transcript after a student has officially withdrawn. A course withdrawal is an uncompleted course and may adversely affect financial aid eligibility. Failure to attend or ceasing to attend class does not constitute withdrawal from the course. There is no refund associated with a withdrawal.
